Kettering- Colin Ray Brinson, age twenty of Kettering; was arrested March 3 for 
Carrying a Concealed Weapon and several drug offenses.

The passenger of the vehicle was issued a summons for Drug Possession and 
released.  Brinson was arrested and booked into the Kettering Jail with no bond.  
The Montgomery County Prosecutor’s Office will review the case for formal 
charges.
